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1)  Get involved – There are a lot of ways to do this.  For example, you could volunteer in your child’s class, be a chaperone on a field trip; 

assist teachers with copying information for a class; gathering materials for a project or joining PTA ; and helping school with wide projects. 

2)  Be available and assessable – make sure your child’s teacher knows when you are available, if needed, and how to get in touch with 

you. 

3) Be interested – find out what your child is studying and then ask  relevant  questions.   Ask  your  child’s   teacher   if you do not 

understand what it is required. 

4) Keep children healthy. Absences can hinder a child’s learning. You cannot always control if they get sick with the flu, but you can control 

what they eat, how much sleep they get and their general hygiene. 

5) Set a schedule. Set a good bedtime schedule, so your child gets enough sleep each night. Set a time and place to do homework each
