
The League of United Latin American Citizens (LULAC) has 
considered education its number one priority since it was 
established in 1929.  As part of LULAC’s education efforts, the 
LULAC National Scholarship Fund (LNSF) was established in 
1975 in partnership with the LULAC National Educational 
Service Center, Inc. (LNESC) to provide scholarships to Latinx 
students attending a college/university of their choice.  Under 
the LNSF program, local LULAC Councils, in partnership with 
local and national businesses, award scholarships to students 
in their communities.   

 

Applicants are eligible for three different types of scholarship awards ranging from $250 
to $2,000.   
 

2021 ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS:  Applicants must meet the following criteria to be 

considered for a scholarship: 

• Applicants must be a graduate of a Denton ISD High School or a resident of either 
Collin or Dallas Counties and/or be a 2021 graduating HS senior or a continuing 
college/university student at a North Texas University and have residency in the 
respective councils.  Additionally, members of the LGBTQIA community or their 
Straight Allies should consider submitting an application to the “Dallas 
Rainbow LULAC Council 4871” (see listing below). NOTE: LULAC Youth or 
Collegiate Council Members are given preference in selection but this scholarship is 
open to all students meeting residency or other requirements. 
 

• Graduate students may apply and shall be considered at the discretion of the local 
LULAC Council.  
 

• A student will not be eligible for a scholarship if he/she is related to a scholarship 
committee member, the Council President of the respective council, or an individual 
contributor to the local funds of the Council 
 

HOW TO APPLY:  

• Download application at www.LNESC.org/LNSF and submit by March 31st, 2021.   
    Applicants should submit completed and signed application along with 

required docs (HS/College transcript with latest GPA.  HS Seniors must submit a 
letter of acceptance from the college/university that they will be attending in 2021 – 
2022.  Please go to the website to find the council that is best for them. 

• Download application at www.LNESC.org/LNSF and submit by March 31st, 2021.
