v students should weigh overall schedule/activities & determine
specifically in which core classes they are well-suited for P/AP or

v has a Level-Down Policy if needed (after 3 weeks or 9 weeks)
v AP courses offer an AP test at the end of the course for approx
or college credit, depending on student’s score
