Graduates will pass security screening and wanded as they enter the security checkpoint 
located at the West tunnel. 

 
Graduates should carry their cap [mortar board] and gown as they enter the security checkpoint. 
Make sure to secure the tassel. In case of rain, place cap and gown in a plastic bag.  
 
Graduates may only bring 1 car key. No wallets, purses, cell phones, cameras or smart watches 
will be allowed. Exceptions will be made for medical requirements and/or special needs. Please 
contact your AP in advance for special accommodations. Students found with any unapproved 
items will be required to return those items to their cars and sent to the back of the line. It is 
recommended that students without pockets use a safety pin to pin their key inside their gown to 
prevent it from being lost.  
 
After the ceremony the graduates will have a recessional march out of the facility through the 
South tunnel where they will meet their families in the courtyard area.  

PLACEMENT OF MORTAR BOARD (CAP): Flat on top of head. Place ~tassel on the RIGHT ~  
No Decorations Allowed on Cap 

 

MALES: Male students must wear dress pants, a collared, button-down dress shirt and tie, and dress shoes or 
dress boots. Blazer or sport coat optional. 
FEMALES:  Female students must wear any color dress, a skirt and blouse, or dress slacks and a blouse, with 
dress shoes, sandals, or dress boots.  

No t-shirts, jeans, shorts, or tennis shoes will be permitted.

ACCESSIBLE PARKING & SEATING ♿   
A handicap accessible drop-off entrance for students and guests is located at Gates B & D which are street level 
with ramps. Graduates and guests with special needs will park in Lot 27. A state-issued placard or license plate 
is required to park in accessible parking spaces. The person who has been issued the plate or placard must also 
be in the vehicle. Violators will be subject to citation and possible revocation of parking privileges.

CLEAR BAG POLICY IN EFFECT. No one other than staff and graduates is allowed on the coliseum floor or in the 
lower- level tunnels, rooms, restrooms, or gym holding area before, during or after the ceremony. Outside food 
and drink prohibited. Limited Concessions and flower sales will be available. UNT Police reserves the right to 
remove anyone not adhering to their policies. 
 

Doors will open 1 hour prior to the ceremony. Guests may enter Gates A, B, D, & G. No seat-saving will be 
allowed. No Balloons, balls, silly string, bubbles, glitter confetti/confetti cannons, laser pointers, weapons of any 
kind, signs or banners, tripods, artificial noise makers, air horns, whistles, bullhorns, non-service animals,
